This dominant
behavior pattern or personality profile becomes our greatest strength.
As we tend to use it excessively, it can also become both our major
flaw or vice.

BaZi Profiling is a diagnostic tool that describes how we function
inside — basically reveals our basic or inborn personality structure.

It does not really tell us what we think. However, it can describe with
unnerving accuracy at times the processes by which we arrive at what
we think. It does not predict how we will behave but it can describe
how other people with our style (not “type” as our BaZi Profiling style
is something we do, not who we are) frequently behave and that is
enough to make us more aware of our behavior.
